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The word Khilafat means succession, and the 

Khalifa is a successor to a Prophet of Allah whose 

goal is to carry to completion the tasks of refor-

mation and moral training that were seeded by 

the Prophet. The community of followers of a 

Prophet of Allah continues to nurture its faith 

and practices under the blessing of the institution 

of Khilafat for as long as Allah wishes. 

 

~~~KHILAFAT IN THE QURAN~~~  
Allah had promised to those among you who 

believe and do good works that He will surely 

make them Successors in the earth, as He made 

Successors from among those who were before 

them; and that He will surely establish for 

them their religion which He has chosen for 

them; and that He will surely give them in ex-

change security and peace after their fear: 

They will worship Me, and they will not associ-

ate anything with Me. Then who so is ungrate-

ful after that, they will be the rebellious.  

(Surah Al-Nur, Verse 56) 
 
The present verse embodies a promise that 

Muslims will be vouchsafed both spiritual and 

temporal leadership. The promise is made to the 

whole Muslim nation but the institution of Khila-

fat will take a palpable form in the person of cer-

tain individuals who will be the Prophet's Succes-

sors and the representatives of the whole nation. 

They will be, as it were, Khilafat personified. The 

verse further says that the fulfillment of this 

promise will depend on the Muslims' observing 

the Prayer and giving the Zakat and on their 

obeying the Messenger of God in all religious and 

temporal matters concerning the nation. When 

they will have fulfilled these conditions, the boon 

of Khilafat will be bestowed upon them and they 

will be made the leaders of nations; their state of 

fear will give place to a condition of safety and 

security, Islam will reign supreme in the world, 

and above all the Oneness and Unity of God - the 

real purpose and object of Islam - will become 

firmly established.  

The promise of the establishment of Khilafat is 

clear and unmistakable. As the Holy Prophet is 

now humanity's sole guide for all time, his Khilafat 

must continue to exist in one form or another in 

the world till the end of time, all other Khilafahs 

having ceased to exist. This is among many others 

the Holy Prophet's distinct superiority over all 

other Prophets and Messengers of God. Our age 

has witnessed his greatest spiritual Khalifa in the 

person of Ahmad, the Promised Messiah.  

The Qur'an has mentioned three kinds 

of Khalifas:  

1. Khalifas, who are Prophets such as 

Adam and David. About Adam, God 

says in the Qur'an: "I am about to 

place a vicegerent in the earth" (2:31); 

and about David He says: "O David, 

We have made thee a vicegerent in 

the earth" (38:27).  

 

2. Prophets who are the Khalifas of an-

other and a greater Prophet such as 

the Isrealite Prophets who all were the 

Khalifas of Moses. About them the 

Qur'an says: "We have sent down the 

Torah wherein was guidance and 

light. By it did the Prophets who were 

obedient to Us judge for the 

Jews:" (5:45).  

 

3. Non-Prophet Khalifas of a Prophet, 

with or without temporal powers, 

such as godly people learned in the 

Law. Their mission is to protect and 

preserve the law from being tampered 

with (5:45).  

 
Briefly, the verse under comment covers all 

these categories of Khalifas, viz., the Holy 

Prophet's rightly-guided Khalifas, the Promised 

Messiah, his Successors and the spiritual Reform-

ers or Mujaddids.

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Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih V ABAõs Friday Sermon Summary 

For the members of the Ahmadiyya Muslim Ja-

ma’at there is a special day that comes in the month of 

May. I mean the 27th of May, which is known as  

Khilafat Day and is celebrated as such by the Jamaõat. 

With reference to this, despite the fact that three days 

still remain, I have chosen to talk about this topic today. 

While the 26th of May 1908 was a heart rending day for 

the members of the Ahmadiyya Muslim Jamaõat, and it 

shook the faith of many, and caused restlessness in the 

hearts of some, for the enemies of Ahmadiyyat it was a 

day they used to inflict pain and try and suffering on the 

members of the Ahmadiyya Muslim Jamaõat.  

In the history of Ahmadiyyat, there are such painful ac-

counts recorded of the statements and acts of the ene-

mies of Ahmadiyyat that one is amazed to read them and 

it is difficult to imagine that a human being can stoop to 

such a low state and involve himself in the kinds of actions 

that they undertook at the time of the death of the Prom-

ised Messiah (as).  

How could such deplorable deeds be expected from 

those who attribute themselves to the Holy Prophet (say 

who was sent as a Mercy to all the worlds!  

People act in accord with their nature but on the 27th of 

May 1908, we saw the Might and Decree of Allah manifest 

itself and we saw Him fulfilling His Promise. 27th of May 

came heralding a message of peace and security for the 

Ahmadiyya Muslim Jamaõat. This day came bearing the glad 

tidings of the fulfillment of the promises that God had 

made with the Promised Messiah (as) and it came to 

scorch the enemies of Ahmadiyyat in the fire of their own 

rage and frustration and it came as a day that destroyed 

their false joys and happiness. 
The 27th of May is not an ordinary day for the Ahmadiyya 

Muslim Jamaõat. This is a very important day and this importance 

increases yet more when we cast a glance at the prophecies of 

the Holy Prophet Muhammad (sa). The vast majority of the Mus-

lims of the world look to the Ahmadiyya Muslim Jamaõat with 

great regret and resentment, infact we should say they look at us 

Friday Sermon: Khilafat-e-Ahmadiyya 

Delivered by Hadhrat Mirza Masroor Ahmadatba, the Head of the Ahmadiyya Muslim Community  

on May 24, 2013 

Hadhrat Khalifatul Masihatba recited verses 52-57 of Sura Al-Nur, Chapter 24 of the Holy Quran at the start of his 

Friday sermon:‘The response of the believers, when they are called to Allah and His Messenger in order that he may 

judge between them, is only that they say: ôWe hear and we obey.õ And it is they who will prosper. (24:52) ’And whoso 

obeys Allah and His Messenger, and fears Allah, and takes Him as a shield for protection, it is they who will be success-

ful. (24:53) And they swear by Allah their strongest oaths that, if thou command them, they will surely go forth. Say, 

ôSwear not; what is required is actual obedience in what is right. Surely, Allah is well aware of what you do.õ (24:54) Say, 

ôObey Allah, and obey the Messenger.õ But if you turn away, then upon him is his burden, and upon you is your burden. 

And if you obey him, you will be rightly guided. And the messenger is not responsible but for the plain delivery of the 

Message. (24:55) Allah has promised to those among you who believe and do good works that He will surely make 

them Successors in the earth, as He made Successors from among those who were before them; and that He will surely 

establish for them their religion which He has chosen for them; and that He will surely give them in exchange security 

and peace after their fear: They will worship Me, and they will not associate anything with Me. Then whoso is ungrateful 

after that, they will be the rebellious. (24:56) 

And observe Prayer and give the Zakat and obey the Messenger, that you may be shown mercy. (24:57) 

grudgingly and with great envy that we have Khilafat established 

among us.  
They have tried many times to establish Khilafat among their 

own selves and they keep trying, but they have always been 

unsuccessful in this endeavor for the very powerful reason 

that they have disobeyed a clear directive of the Holy 

Prophet Muhammad (sa).  

The Holy Prophet Muhammad (sa) had said that when 

the Promised Messiah and Imam Mahdi appears, they should 

take whatever pain and suffering may be necessary and go, 

crawling on their knees, over glaciers of ice if need be, and 

convey his salams, greetings of peace, to him. 

Then, the Holy Prophet (sa) also informed everyone of the 

signs, that if they see being fulfilled, they should realize that 

the one making the claim is true in his claim. These signs that 

the Holy Prophet mentioned are both heavenly and earthly 

and they are frequently made mention of among our gather-

ings and also we present them to our opponents with regu-

larity - but I will not mention them at this time.  

It is, however, a cause of great misfortune for those who do 

not believe that, for worldly and material reasons, or for fear 

of the so-called Muslim divines and clerics, or because they 

do not pay attention or heed the directives of the Holy 

Prophet, not only have they not accepted the one who made 

the claim to being the Promised Messiah and Imam Mahdi, 

but their governments have become so audacious as to use 

most foul language when referring to this holy personage 

who has been sent by God.  

Their actions are indeed evil. And all this, despite knowing 

full well that the age in which we live is shouting and inform-

ing anyone who cares to listen that this is the time for the 

one who was to come to have indeed made his appearance. 

Allah has shown all the signs confirming these things and 

continues to show signs, but still these people continue to 

oppose the one sent by God.

Their mission, as the above verse says, is to protect the 

Law and to bring back "the erring flock into the Master's 

fold." 

 

The special marks and characteristics of these 

Khalifas are:  

¶ They are appointed Khalifas through God's own de-

cree in the sense that the hearts of believers become 

inclined towards them and they voluntarily accept 

them as their Khalifas;  

¶ the religion which their mission is to serve becomes 

firmly established through their prayers and missionary 

efforts;  

¶ they enjoy equanimity and peace of mind amidst hard-

ships, privations or persecution which nothing can 

disturb; and  

¶ they worship God alone, i.e. in the discharge of their 

great responsibilities they fear no one and they carry 

on their duties undaunted and without being discour-

aged or dismayed by the difficulties that stand in their 

way.  
The verse may also be regarded as embodying a prophecy 

which was made at a time when Islam was very weak and 

idols were being worshipped throughout Arabia and the 

Muslims being small in number feared for their very lives, 

and yet in the course of only a generation the prophecy 

was literally fulfilled. Idolatry disappeared from Arabia and 

Islam became firmly established not only in Arabia but also 

reigned supreme in the whole world and the followers of 

the Holy Prophet, erstwhile regarded as the dregs and 

scum of humanity, became the leaders and teachers of na-

tions.  

The words, "Whosoever is ungrateful after that, 

they will be the rebellious," signify that Khilafat is a 

great Divine blessing. Without it there can be no solidarity, 

cohesion and unity among Muslims and therefore they can 

make no real progress without it. If Muslims do not show 

proper appreciation of Khilafat by giving unstinted support 

and obedience to their Khalifas they will forfeit this great 

Divine boon and in addition will draw the displeasure of 

God upon themselves.

A tyrannical monarchy will 

then follow and will remain as long as Allah shall will and 

then come to an end. There will follow thereafter monar-

chial despotism to last as long as Allah shall will and come 

to an end upon His decree. There will then emerge Khilafat 

on precept of Prophethood." The Holy Prophet said no

Hadrat Mirza Bashir Ahmad ra writes: 

God Almighty does everything through wisdom and fore-

sight, and there is always a good reason and logic behind it. 

According to natureõs physical laws, man has only a limited 

life span, but the task of reformation and training of society 

requires a much longer time. So, Allah has established the 

system of Khilafat after the system of Prophethood. The 

Khalifah continues and carries on the task of the Prophet. 

The seed sown by the Prophet is protected and nurtured 

by the Khalifah till it becomes a strong and sturdy tree. It 

shows that in fact Khilafat is an offshoot or branch of the 

system of Prophethood, that is why the Holy Prophet sa 

says that after every Prophet, the system of Khilafat is es-

tablished. (Welcome to Ahmadiyyat). 

 

Just as Allah appoints a Prophet, it is He who appoints 

a Khalifa as well. He chooses the person who is most eligi-

ble to become a Khalifa, and guides a group of pious believ-

ers into manifesting His Will through a process of selection 

of the Khalifa. Thus, it may apparently seem that the Khalifa 

is chosen by a group of pious people, but it is in fact the 

Will of Allah that guides their faculties into choosing the 

Khalifa of His Choice. Once a Khalifa is selected, he re-

mains a Khalifa for the rest of his life as a living testament 

to Divine Will. 

 

Khilafat establishes the authority of Allah on earth, and 

the Khalifa strives to uphold that authority within the com-

munity of followers. For the believers, Khilafat is an em-

bodiment of Allahõs Unity, as they choose to take divine 

authority through the person of the Khalifa. The believers 

partake of the blessings of Khilafat by holding firm to their 

faith and practices, united under him.
